Planit is designed to be a useful, effective and easy-to-use tool, with functions facilitating data entry and

timetable solutions, such as a simultaneous display of as many timetables as you wish or the distribution

of variable sessions. It can show different resources on the same screen (teacher, group, year or

classroom timetables).

Introduction to the distribution of sessions

The following options are available:

The program meets the need for flexible timetables, with its capabilities aimed at organising group

segmentation and entering desiderata and other characteristics for groups and their subjects.

Synchronisation of sessions

Calculating itineraries, flexible groups and

subjects on a fortnightly basis.

Solving a group’s timetable even though all

the sessions in the timeframe have not been

defined. This is known as "incomplete groups".

Classroom timetables are optional. The user has many options available for their effective management.
For example, desiderata can be entered for allocated classrooms, according to their capacity, availability,
etc. The user can then allocate classrooms automatically.

PlanitFunctionalities for teachers

Planit includes a wide range of teacher data entry functions:

Flexible function entry: for example, the program contemplates the possibility of a teacher also being
a tutor for different years or of several teachers being allocated to the same subject.
Creation of personal profiles (days off, afternoons off, permanence, etc.) and assisted guide.
Add comments and establish preferences (specific times when a teacher should be free, etc.)
A teacher can belong to different seminars.
Guard duty calculation and management.

Greater flexibility in timetable
establishment

It enables the creation and processing of as many
timeframes as are necessary. There must be at
least one timeframe common to all groups and a
maximum of one timeframe can be defined per
level.
One of the primary features of Planit is that the
timeframe can have a different daily distribution of
cells; likewise, their duration can be defined
independently by minute. The timeframe editor
guarantees this flexibility in timetable design.
